Cantina Gaggiano is the venture of brothers Marco and Claudio Fabris, following in the footsteps of
grandfather Gervasio. They farm 11 acres sown among Gattinara, Bramaterra and Lessona in the Alto

Piemonte. The debut vintage was 2014, and the brothers have worked closely with the enologist Cristiano
Garella from day one.

VINEYARD

Site: From a parcel high in the Galizia vineyard, the highest and
second-most northern of all of Gattinara’s vineyards, with
excellent drainage and endless wind.

Soil: Red volcanic soils rich in iron, without any of Barolo’s
calcareous marls and clays, and distinctly acidic.

Vines: 1.7 acres farmed without pesticides and harvested by hand.

Varieties: Nebbiolo.

CELLAR

Élevage: Grapes are destemmed. Aged 16-18 months in neutral 500L
barrels.

Production: 165 twelve-packs.

Profile: A baby Gattinara (this is declassified). Sharply focused with
intense aromatics and minerality. The deliciously cool, low
alcohol elegance typical of subalpine Nebbiolo. Named after
Marco’s father.
