From the Grande Champagne zone in Cognac (the champagne 
name stems from the Roman occupation and refers to level, open 
ground)--this region has vast open fields with dense woods. The 
Brisson domaine is a couple miles south of the river town of 
Cognac. Maritime climate 
 

Soil: Millions of years of fossilization make for high chalk content in the 
dense limestone bedrock. .  
 

Vines: From 39 acres. Certified HVE 3 (Haute Valeur 
Environnementale). 
 

Varieties: Ugni Blanc.

Process  
& Aging: 

The legal age requirement for Very Special Old Pale is four years in 
wood. In Brisson’s case, the youngest spirit in their VSOP will have 
seen between five and six years in barrel before bottling.  Only the 
coeur de chauffe, or the finest cut of the distillation, is used. Double 
distilled.
